From its first birthday until school entry, every child
has the right to attend a kindergarten or be looked
after by a childminder.

Why is daycare good for my child?
Children who do not yet speak German at all or only lit-

German early learn the German language. In common
with other children, they acquire important abilities
s showing consideration for others and resolving
cts. These skills represent a helpful preparation for
ary school.

Opening hours of a kindergarten?

The daycare times may differ in every facility, they also
depend on the available places. There are all-day child-
care places and those for the morning or the afternoon.

Does my child get to eat in the kindergarten?
Usually, there are fixed hours for breakfast and lunch.
Make sure if you should bring your own food for your
child’s breakfast or if this is provided in the facility. Di-
etary requirements and habits can be discussed with the
educators.

How do the parents get involved?

ook for a suitable kindergarten nearby your home, go
there and inquiry about the registration procedure. Your
local Youth Welfare Office also provides information on
the different kindergartens.

What does the kindergarten day care cost?

The costs for daycare and meals vary. There are subsi-
dies for parents with little money. In some regions, day-
care is even free of charge.
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Where else can my child be looked after?

Besides kindergarten, you also have the option to take
your child to a childminder. This is a family-like kind of
care with small groups and particularly made use of for
